- SCHOOL DISCIPILINE AND RULES
Discipline is to be strictly observed by all students and rules
and regulations are to be adhered to without fail. A list of rules is
given for perusal of parents and students.




I) Students' name may be struck off the college rolls for

the following reason.

I- Fee is not paid.  2- Fails two years in same class.

3- Gross misconduct. 4-Is in the habit of using unfair
means in examination.

§- Parents/Guardians do not conform to institute

regulations.

6- If parents receive three important notices regarding

the child, and pay no attention.

2) Parents/Guardians are not allowed to meetl students

or interview teachers without prior permission of the

principal, during working hours.

3) Parents/Guardians may meet the teachers on every

working day after school hours, except Saturdays,

Sunday and Holidays.

4) Parents/Guardians are responsible to see that their

children should reach school in time, and make

arrangement for them to go home immediately after

school hours. The Management will not be responsible

for any student after working hours.

5) Parents should attend the institute office when they

are called for by the principal.

6) Once a student enters into the institute he/she will not

be allowed to leave the school campus during working

hours, unless the guardian comes to pick them up, after

seeking the permission of the principal.

7) Students are ambassadors institute hence they are

expected to come to the institute in proper dress code

and are expected to be in a responsible manner.

8) Irregular attendance, habitual idleness constant

neglect to home work, disobedience, and disrespect

towards the institute staff or bad moral influence, will

merit dismissal.

9) Students are not granted leave, outside the vacation

period, except in case of illness, which must be supported

by a medical certificate.

10) Student suffering from illness, or a being in contact

with an infectious disease, must produce a certificate,

from competent authority, that he/she may attend classes,

without risk of covering the infection.

11) Students should bring their school dairy with them

everyday.

12) Students should bring their bags according to time

table.

13) It is compulsory to every parents and guardian to join

every P T M. & workshop.

12) Public may be required to take part in various extra-
curricular and co-curricular activities. when required to

do so, participation will be deemed compulsory by the
institute authorities.

13) Ordinarily, a institute diary is published under the
authority of Institution each year. Any changes in the

rules, are notified in this diary. Students posses a copy

of this book.

14) Parents are expected to cooperate in the working of

the Institute. they should enforce regularity and discipline,
evince interest in the progress of their child, and extent
their fullest encouragement to participate in extra-curricular
and co-curricular activities. parents should also check the
institute diary regularly.

15) Students will not wear any Jewellery, Wrist Watch, friend-
ship band etc. And not to come with painted nails to school.
Nails must be clean.

16) It is compulsory for all students to speak in English in
the school campus.

17) Parents are not allowed to come and celebrate their
wards birthday in school. Students are allowed to distribute
sweet in class.

18) School uniform is compulsory for all students. Parents are
requested to see that their children are always neat & tidy
and wearing clean uniforms which are in accordance with
the school pattern. shoes must be polished everyday.

19) Parents & Guardian will not be allowed to meet to
Principal/Manager/Director without of application with
proper reason.

IMPORTANT

1) The school should be intimated in writing by the parents
of any change of address and telephone number or house
number or Mobile Number.

2) Students are not allowed to use the telephone or to receive
calls. Any message received will be communicated fo them.
In case of any emergency they can ring up with the
permission of the principal or class teacher.

3) Books and stationery will be issued only at the beginning
of the year. Reissuing of books will be on payment at the
tuck-shop.

4) It is compulsory to attend the first and the last working
day of the school before and after any short any break of
more than 3 days. students not present will be fined Rs. 50
per day for leave taken.




EXAMINATIONS

1) Promotion to the next class, depends on the
performance in assessments and examinations
held during the course of the whole year not
only on the performance in the final Examination.

2) Play, K.G. and Prep, will be assessed in
Aug/ Sept., Nov./Dec. and March. Classes will
be assessed in May.

3) In case of missing examination, student
cannotappear forit later.

4) Answer sheets will be shown to students only
on fixed date to the parents.

5) A student who fails two years in the same class,
will not be allowed to continue in school.

6) Absence due to illness, must be supported by
an application and a medical certificate from
registered medical practitioner.

7) 15% attendance classes nine to twelve is
demanded by the council. The council will be
notified regarding defaulters in this respect,

who in turn, may not allow the student to appear
in the board examination.

8) The decision made by the principal, in
consultation with the concerned teacher is final.

LEAVE RULES

1) Students are not allowed to leave the
school without permission of the
Principal.

2) A written application should be sent
on the same day with the student in case
of absence from the school.

3) The student will not be hand over to
any relative or driver etc. without written
application by the parents.

4) It is compulsory for all students to
complete 75% attendance in the year
to make them eligible for the promotion
to the next class.

5) Attendance below 60% shall be
considered on very ground, such as :-
